EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING

The Moderator Carolyn Abney called the EGM to order at 9.50am.

Sufficient Members were present for a quorum.

Non-members were asked to leave.

Committee Member Angela Frame, who along with Lora Vezzosi and Judy Fontanelli, had worked on the wording of the proposed constitution changes was invited to explain the proposals to the membership present.

Questions were then asked from the floor, after which a ballot of the Members was taken.

The Extraordinary General Meeting was closed at 9.45am when counting of the ballot took place.

PROPOSED MODIFICATION OF A.I.L.O. CONSTITUTION - ARTICLE 6

The Association is administered by an Executive Board composed of a variable number of members, with a minimum of four elected by Regular and Life Members at a General Meeting.

The Executive Board is composed of a President, a Vice President, a Treasurer, a Recording Secretary, and, eventually a delegate for each of the activities that the Membership deems necessary for carrying out the purposes of the Association.

Each Board Member has one vote. No one may hold more than one position at a time on the Executive Board.

Board Meetings are established by the Executive Board itself and convened by the President. A majority of the Board Members must be present for a meeting to be valid. Decisions are then valid with a Majority Vote of those present.

Board Members are elected for a term of two fiscal years and, upon conclusion of an entire term, may not be re-elected to the Board until at least one year has passed.

The results from 81 ballot papers distributed, of which 1 was not returned: 

(N.B. for a motion to be carried two-thirds of the quorum must vote in favour)

a) In the event of an existing Board Member being elected to one of the following positions: President, Vice President, Treasurer or Recording Secretary.

b) Upon the recommendation of the Nominating Committee, where more than half of the Board Members are retiring, a Board Member or Members may be re-confirmed to the same Board position for, not more than, one further consecutive year.

The Executive Board may accept or request the resignation of any Board Member at any time.  If a Board position becomes vacant the Board may replace the missing Member.  The new Member remains in office until the end of the current term of that Board position.
